
 

Translation of Yiddish Obituary published in the Israelite Press on Jan. 13, 1956 

Sunday January 7 after a long illness, passed away in the old folks home, Yehuda Leib 
Coodin, 85 years old. 
 
The deceased came to Winnipeg from Belilovka, Kiev Region in 1925 and lived here for 
30 years with his family. He belonged to the Lubavitch Bekur Cholim and all the years 
prayed at the Pavolocher Tiferet Shalom Shul. 
He leaves behind in grief 2 sons - Yacov and Motel Coodin. 3 daughters Mrs. Gershuny, 
Mrs Roitman and Mrs Muchnik - all in Winnipeg. Also 20 grandchildren and 14 great 
grandchildren. 
 
The funeral was the same day at the Chesed Shel Emes to the Sha'arei Tzedek 
cemetery. Rabbi Schwartzman and Cantor Roitman (the deceased’s son-in law) led the 
prayers.
